1. Please include FIRST NAMES with each of your groupings so that we can call people’s names - this makes it go so much faster!
2. Delete any groupings that are not applicable to your situation or that you don’t want - remember, this is just a starting point.
3. If there is a divorce on one or both sides of your family, please let us know in advance and create additional family pairings to avoid any confusion or awkwardness.
4. I recommend having no more than 15 groupings and limiting your shot list to your immediate family and grandparents. This way, you can get your family photos done within an hour and enjoy your reception!
